Representations

Drivers

Consignor agrees to hold the Consignee, its 
employees, and agents harmless from any claims for injury or property loss 
or damage arising out of the consignment or sale of the vehicle.

Odometer Statement
Consignor agrees to provide a duly executed odometer statement on 
or before the first day of the sale and to accept sole responsibility for the 
accuracy or inaccuracy of such statement.

Reserve
The reserve price may not be increased at any time. Consignor shall have 
the right to reduce the reserve price at any time prior to the sale of the 
vehicle. When a vehicle is sold with reserve, the auctioneer may bid on the 
Consignor’s behalf up to the reserve price.
